6. Chris moved to approve claims as listed; 2nd by Rick, all in favor, motion carried.   
 

7. Road & Equipment Report:  
 Equipment: Lever that controls plow is broke, Ira was able to weld it so that 

we can use it for now, parts were ordered and here now, will need help to 
replace. The heater switch and turn signals need to be replaced as well. 

 Roads: Good.

9. Board of Recommendation for 2023 Levy – Discussing that the $150,000 levy may be 
the way to go, if an emergency comes this year we technically do have until 
September to turn in the Levy.
